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THE SITUATION 

In 2012, an estimated 80 million pregnancies in 

developing countries were unintended, resulting 

in: 

Å 30 MILLION unplanned births 

Å 10 MILLION miscarriages 

Å 40 MILLION induced abortions 

 
Å 80% of these unintended pregnancies were to women who 

have an unmet need for contraception. 

Å Frequent child bearing, short spacing intervals, younger and 

older ages increase risk of maternal and infant mortality  

  
 

Lack of access leads to unplanned births, 
abortions, miscarriages and maternal 
mortality. 
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Family planning can significantly improve 
maternal and infant survival. 

Saves Lives, Creates Opportunities  

 

If women who want to use modern methods of contraception 

but currently lack access were provided with contraception, we 

could prevent maternal and newborn deaths and improve 

the life of women and girls:   
 
Å 1 in 4 maternal deaths averted 

Å 1 in 5 newborn deaths averted 

Å Significantly reduce adolescent mortality during childbirth 

Å Girls stay in school & have more opportunities 

Å Women & their families are healthier & wealthier and 

children better educated  
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Children lose mothers every day from pregnancy-related 

complications and unsafe abortion—the majority of which 

are preventable.  
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Missed Opportunities: Postpartum family 
planning and birthspacing  

 

95-98% of postpartum women do 

not want another child within two 

years – yet only 40% are using 

family planning. 
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If every woman was able to 

leave at least a two-year gap 

between a birth and a 

subsequent pregnancy, deaths 

of children under five would fall 

by 13%. If the gap is three 

years, such deaths would 

decrease by 25%.  



Disproportionate burden  of mortality and 
morbidity on adolescents. 

ÅThere are 16 million births among 

adolescents each year, 95% in 

developing countries.  

ÅAdolescents are more likely to 

experience an unintended 

pregnancy than any other age 

group. 

Adolescent girls in SSA face the 
highest risk of mortality relative to 
males because they face the highest 
rates of unintended pregnancy, first 
births and poorly spaced subsequent 
births and are more likely to become 
infected with HIV.  
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Contraceptives are 
one of the best 
investments a 
country can make in 
its future. 
 

Every dollar spent on 
family planning can 
save governments up 
to 6 dollars on health, 
housing, water, and 
other public services.
